Short Bio Pebbles Wadsworth

Pebbles Wadsworth has spent a lifetime dedicated to promoting the arts and nurturing artists.

At the age of 28, she became the Director of the UCLA Performing Arts Center and was the first female president of the International Society for the Performing Arts.

In 1992, Wadsworth became the Director of the Performing Arts Center at the University of Texas in Austin serving in that capacity until her retirement in January of 2008.  Of her tenure, Dr. William Powers, Jr., president of the University of Texas at Austin said, “The Performing Arts Center is one of the premier performing arts venues in the United States because of the vision, dedication and leadership of Pebbles Wadsworth. During her tenure as director, she brought an impressive lineup of world-class artists and programs to Austin. One of her most enduring contributions was to forge and strengthen partnerships that broke down cultural barriers and extended the university’s artistic reach into Latin America.”

Never one to rest on her laurels, in 2009 Wadsworth founded The Cottage for the Arts, an intimate gathering space in an historic renovated Victorian home which she moved to her ranch in Smithville, Texas.  Designed as a place for the rural community to experience the best of arts and culture, the Cottage has become a prototype for using the arts to educate and create community in rural areas. The largely sold-out inaugural season was a tremendous success with plans underway for the 2010-2011 season.  

With an eye for talent and an extraordinarily expansive vision, Wadsworth has worked with artists from around the world and continues to utilize her 37 years of diverse arts experience to mentor and promote emerging artists as well to bring established artists to grateful audiences.
